Day One - Ingratitude

Today’s reading: Page 57 through break on page 59

This reading covers: Numbers 10-12

Summary: God’s people continually complain about their circumstances.

Consider this:

The Israelites complained about the food, the journey, the lack of water. Miriam and Aaron
complained about Moses and his Cushite wife. Now it is time to deal with your own complaints. Do
they have to do with lack of possessions? Place of residence or work? Other people? Circumstances?
What was God’s reaction to the Israelites’ complaints? What can you do to eliminate the complaints
in your life?

For further reading: 1 Corinthians 10:1-12; Hebrews 13:5-6

Prayer:

Thank you, Lord, for all you have given me: the blessings, because they are more than I ever could
have imagined, and the afflictions, because they are less than I deserve. They have brought me closer
to you. Whenever I start to complain, bring to my mind the example of the Israelites. Help me to be
grateful in all situations and to bring honor to your name.

Day Two

Day Three — Rebellion

Sometimes we get ahead of God, as Abraham did when he decided to have a child with Hagar
instead of waiting for the son God had promised through Sarah. Sometimes we lag behind God, like
the Israelites did when they refused to enter the Promised Land because they were afraid. They chose
to believe the negative report rather than the good news given by Joshua and Caleb. So, whether we
get ahead of God or behind Him, the reason is still the same; lack of faith. Consider a time when you
missed God’s blessing because you doubted his word. Perhaps you are standing at a crossroads right
now. If God is calling you to move, what’s the delay?

Day Five — Moses’ Final Days

Summary: Moses reminds the people of what is before them; the choice of life or death.

Consider this:

Are you up to the challenge? As you stand at the threshold, can you step ahead with confidence? Can
you envision the blessing that awaits you on the other side? One of God’s greatest reminders appears
many times in Scripture. He focuses on the main reason we hesitate. Fear. He repeats over and over
again in Scripture, “Fear not.”

For further reading: Numbers 14:1-9; Hebrews 10:35-39

Prayer:

Heavenly Father, fear is my greatest enemy right now. It comes from within. That is where you must
work — within me, to eliminate fear and to instill a boldness that will move me to obey you, no
matter what the cost. Deal mercifully with me, Lord, as I choose to obey you. Pave the way. Make
my paths straight. Grant me the assurance I need to continue on. In Jesus’ name, Amen

Day Six

Alliance Prayer requests, January 31, 2012

Indonesia

Pray that the excessive rains in interior Papua will stop. Gardens are flooding in the Baliem valley, in Moni tribal
areas, and in other places as well. The Monis have had nearly a year of extremely poor harvests. Many are too weak to
plant new gardens. “We thank God that some relief that has been given,” Alliance workers write. Pray that flights will
be available to get food supplies to the needy that live in difficult mountainous terrain.

Thailand

Pray for Andrew; his wife, Christine; and their two children who are volunteering with Remember Nhu, an Alliance
partner ministry in Thailand that is dedicated to combatting child sex trafficking. Last week, Andrew was hit while on
a motorcycle and suffered a broken femur. Recently, he was readmitted to ICU due to low blood oxygen, an increased
heart rate, and blood clot in his lung; he is currently receiving a blood thinner. Pray for Andrew’s complete healing
and for protection from Satan’s attacks. Also, pray for Linda, a volunteer coordinator for the Remember Nhu Family
Home, who has been diagnosed with stage four lung cancer. In some cases, nonsmoker female molecular cells
change, causing lung cancer. She is waiting for test results to see if this happened; the will determine the type of
treatment. Pray for Linda’s complete healing.

CREATIVE-ACCESS COUNTRIES

Remember creative-access (CAC) workers around the world. Pray for protection, good health, and opportunities to
share the good news. Pray that contacts will be drawn to Jesus. Pray that God will break down strongholds and give
courage and boldness to national believers.

An Alliance worker couple requests prayer for their housing situation after their landlord has decided to sell the
property where the family has been living. Pray for God’s provision and peace and that He will use this situation for
His glory.

AFRICA Regional Office
“Pray for wisdom in working out the dates and details of our upcoming trips to fields in the region,” writes Stan
Walker. Pray, too, for safe travel.

Burkina Faso

Continue to pray about land and property issues in Burkina. “In a meeting last week, we found out that we cannot
move forward until more paperwork is filed and signed,” the Obergs write. “It seems like every time we turn around,
we are hit with a setback. Pray against discouragement and that God will move in His perfect timing.”

Alliance workers in Burkina request prayer for an extremely difficult situation. Also, pray for wisdom for Pastor
Samuel as he deals with the problem.

Pray for Bonnie Oberg and those in the Burkina field who are planning next year’s budget. There is much information
to gather and figure out. “Pray for wisdom as we move forward in this process when funds are tight,” the Obergs
write.

Pray that God will provide a pastor for the Ouaga 2000 church, which Alliance international workers have been
leading for the past three years. Pray for discernment for members of the search committee as they seek a viable
pastoral candidate as well as wisdom, strength, and good time management for Alliance workers as they lead this
group forward.

Dakar Academy

Praise God for a successful Dakar Academy outreach, January 20-22. “We were able to share the gospel with about
3,500 people through drama, VBS, and evening evangelism campaigns,” write Evan and Jewel Evans. About 100
people indicated that the wanted to accept Christ as their Savior during the course of the weekend. “In one of the
villages that heard the gospel for the very first time, the village chief not only gave permission to hold the evangelism
campaign but also sent someone around the village to announce the event! The chief has said that he would welcome
a church there.” Thanks to all who prayed! Continue to pray for effective follow-up and discipleship of those who
responded to the gospel.

FATEAC Seminary (Cote d’Ivoire)

Pray for FATEAC students and faculty who are mourning the loss of their dean, Dr. Isaac Keita, who succumbed to
liver failure on January 25 after a battle with cancer. “Grief for the loss of Dr. Keita spreads from FATEAC, across
West Africa, to the rest of the world,” writes Laura Livingston, “Pray that his death will bring glory to God, as did his
life.” Also, pray for consolation and provision for Keita’s family (wife Rachel, children Rebecca, Paul, Louis, Asaph,
Tite, and granddaughter Betti) in this difficult time. Remember particularly Asaph, who is apart from the rest of the
family in medical school in Guinea, and Tite, who is in his final year at Lycee.
